LIABILITY RELEASE. VENDOR agrees to indemnify and hold harmless ARIZONA FARMERS, GROWERS & PRODUCERS ASSOCIATION,
ARIZONA COMMUNITY FARMERS MARKET GROUP, FARMERS MARKET SUPPORT SERVICES and the facility in which the Maket is held,
its management, staff, associates & affiliates, from any and all liability for theft and/or damage to VENDOR, VENDOR® merchandise
and/or employees & from any claims, costs, & expenses resulting from theft, damage, or injury.

CONFORMING TO LAWS, PERMITS & LICENSES. VENDOR agrees to assume all responsibility for sales, and agrees to abide by all laws of
city, county and state in which the market is being held. VENDOR agrees to obtain and display all permits and/or licenses required by the
laws and ordinances of the city, county and state in which the market is being held. VENDOR will abide by all regulations with respect to
sales tax collection. In particular, VENDOR is responsible for conforming to all appropriate permit regulations including Health, Fire and
licensing requirements with all licenses and permits current and available for inspection. Failure to be in conformance will be grounds for
termination in the market.

AFFIRMATIVE ACTION AND NONDISCRIMNATION. The Group and its vendors shall not discriminate against any worker, employee or
applicant or any member of the public with respect to race, creed, color, religion, sex or national origin, nor otherwise commit an unfair
employment practice. Sellers will take affirmative action to ensure that employees are dealt with during application and employment
without regard to their race, creed, color, religion, sex or national origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following:
employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of
compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. [This clause required by the cities in which the markets are held.]
PARTICIPATION FEES. VENDOR agrees to pay assessed Maket Participation Fees at each market. Fees are subject to change, depending
on market conditions.

ABSENCE NOTICE. VENDOR agrees to notify the MARKET COORDINATOR at least 24 hours in advance of an absence in the Maket.
Failure to do so may cause the VENDOR to lose seniority for space assignment in the future. VENDOR will register with the MARKET
COORDINATOR at least 48 hours in advance of their intention to participate in the Maket. VENDOR is assumed to comply with the notice
to participate if they declare their intention to participate in the Maket as a regular participant and show regularity by being in the same
Maket for four (4) markets in succession. Absent VENDORS will notify the Coordinator before return to the market.

SET UP, MARKET PRESENCE, TEAR DOWN. VENDOR agrees to complete set up prior to the announced opening of the market in which
they are participating, and further agrees to stay in the market for the full-published time of the market. Tear down will begin after close of
the market. Set up generally begins one hour prior to market opening; tear down generally begins at the end of the published hours of the
market and is expected to be completed within the hour after market closure. VENDORS will move their vehicles out of the area after
setting up as required by market location regulations, unless their licenses require the presence of their vehicles.

SELLING AREA CLEANLINESS. VENDOR agrees to maintain their selling area in clean and good condition, and shall abide by the
policies, rules and regulations of the facility in which the market is located.

SPACE ASSIGNMENT is at the discretion of the MARKET COORDINATORS who will try to meet VENDOR needs and desires. VENDOR
agrees to abide by the decision of the Coordinators for the good of the Maket and in accord with facility requirements, i.e., there are no
permanent locations for any VENDOR. VENDOR will not share or sublet the selling area without prior consent of the Maket Coordinator.
VENDORS later than 30 minutes before market opening may lose their usual space. Spaces are usually 100y 100

BOOTH DISPLAY. Table coverings are the choice of the VENDOR, however, they should be flame retardant, and attractive in appearance.
Packing boxes are to be out of sight, with selling area remaining attractive in appearance. At some markets VENDORS may be required to
conform to a theme or uniform booth display. Maket management retains the right to alter or eliminate booths not up to the standards of
the market or event.

SELLING PRICE DISPLAYED. VENDOR agrees to clearly mark the selling price of produce and other merchandise. The MANAGEMENT
reserves the right to remove any questionable merchandise or materials.

NO DISCOUNTS. VENDOR agrees that "Discount” or (BaleGsigns will not be displayed.

PRODUCE VENDING DETAILS. Before entering the Farmers Maket the Grower VENDOR must submit a seasonal crop plan of his/her
crops to the Maket Management. Any deviation in this plan during the season must be reported and O.K.@ by Management. Grower
VENDOR agrees that the Grower VENDOR will locally grow 51% or more of produce sold and noted with signage as ome grownQ that
Arizona growers will produce all remaining produce. In addition to the seasonal crop plan, the Grower VENDOR must be able to clearly
document the origin and grower of said produce. The Grower VENDOR must also produce for Maket Management a signed agency
agreement as per State Statute from the supplying grower; without this agreement, the Grower will be considered a Broker, and must then
comply with regulations/guidelines and codes from the county of Maicopa, or any other county a market is held in, and the State of
Arizona. The Grower VENDOR also agrees to maintain signage for his/her customers that is easily visible, clearly priced, and marked as
to origin (county or district, e.g., Willcox Apples, Litchfield Corn), and status (organic, pesticide free, locally grown, etc.). Any changes in
the seasonal crop plan must be O.K.'d by Maket Management. A farm visit from the Maket Management Team will be required to verify
the above-submitted information by the Grower VENDOR is correct. This visit can be held at any time prior to the Growers entry into the
Maket. Other farm visits may be required as new crops, not on the seasonal crop plan, are brought in as ome grownOby the Grower
VENDOR.

FOOD VENDING DETAILS. Food Producer VENDOR agrees that all food sold is produced by the VENDOR or by a VENDOR agent, and that
al food sold is prepared meeting all County or State Health Department requirements with permits current and present for inspection.
(E.g., Maicopa County, Dept of Environmental Health Services)

CRAFT VENDING DETAILS. Craft and Product VENDOR agrees that all items for sale are made or shall have been substantially enhanced
or decorated by the VENDOR or by VENDOR Agent. ltems not in compliance will be removed from the Maket at Maket Coordinator
discretion. Such VENDORS agree to obtain Sales Tax and Business Licenses as required by the State, County and Community in which
their goods are being sold. (Contact: Arizona Department of Revenue and the community of sale.)

In matters of Market safety and viability the Market Management has the final say in all matters.
